Executive Directors:

Caltrans is working with MPOs, RTPAs and other state agencies to deliver the decennial California Household Travel
Survey (CHTS), which provides critical input for the advanced modeling systems being developed throughout

the State in response to SB 375 requirements. We requested your staff's

participation on the CHTS Steering Committee to guide the on-going survey development efforts, including issuance of a
Request for Proposals (RFP).

The CHTS Steering Committee is tasked with combining MPO/RTPA and statewide household travel efforts, based on the
consensus agreement reached with the executive directors at SCAG, MTC, SANDAG, SACOG and SJCOG and myself at
the November 30 CALCOG meeting. A list of Steering Committee participants is attached.

The Caltrans Division of Transportation System Information (TSI) intends to issue a Request for Proposal (RFP) in
February. The draft Scope of Work that will be included in the RFP is attached. We've appreciated the input we've
received from your staff on drafting the RFP and look forward to your continued feedback and support.

In addition to the CHTS Steering Committee meetings, TSI is contacting MPOs to discuss coordinating and combining
household travel survey efforts across the State. We are trying to determine: 1) whether and when an MPO is planning
to conduct a regional household travel survey, including the estimated number of household samples needed to support
the agency's travel modeling needs; 2) whether an MPO is interested in requesting that the Caltrans 2010 Califomia
Household Travel Survey include additional survey samples for their region, including if an MPO has a need for only intra-
regional survey samples, or for inter- and intra -regional survey samples?

Finally, the upcoming California Interregional Blueprint Workshops scheduled throughout the State provide an excellent
forum to discuss implementing SB 375 and provide an opportunity to connect your MPO activities to the larger statewide
context. I've attached a flyer that provides more information on the locations, dates and times.

BACKGROUND

» Under an Executive Order issued by Governor Schwarzenegger in June 2005, the Partnership for
the San Joaquin Valley (the “Partnership”), has responsibility for implementation of a
comprehensive Strategic Action Proposal {SAP). The SAP was approved by the Governor and the
Legislature in November 2006. The Partnership developed the SAP and is pursuing its
implementation with a wide range of organizations that have historically been engaged in the
spheres of activity covered by each of the work groups. Implementation of the SAP is being
pursued through ten “work Groups” (see Appendix “A”).

> The San Joaquin Valley Regional Policy Council (the “Council”}, established in 2006, has joined
together the eight Valley COG'’s to pursue initiatives that cut across the political jurisdictions of
each county and affect the entire Valley. The COG’s have historically exercised a leadership role
in their jurisdictions on issues related to transportation and land use. The Council is the natural
group to exercise leadership over these same issues at the regional level.

» The Partnership and the Council have worked well together, but recognize the value of
increasing the efficacy of both organizations through seamless coordination of their respective
activities.

Note: The Transportation Work Group of the Partnership, originally staffed by the Great
Valley Center, is now staffed by the Council, and a representative nominated by the
Council serves on the board of the Partnership. Additionally, the Council and the
Partnership have coordinated their transportation advocacy efforts, including the
Council’s “One-Voice” advocacy in Sacramento.

» Both organizations recognize the increasing need to coordinate a broad range of activities that
have traditionally been managed in silos in order to make concurrent progress on the economic,
environmental and social challenges of the Valley and to comply with legislation such as AB 32
and SB 375.

> Both organizations recognize the need for powerful and coordinated advocacy for Valley issues
in Sacramento and Washington D.C., with each organization using its relationships and networks
to help advance a shared agenda.

» Both organizations recognize the value of engaging influential members of the private sector to
help shape public policy and to support advocacy for a shared agenda.

San Joaquin Valley Roadmap Contract Approval

The Roadmap and toolkit consultant was selected on Tuesday, January 26,
2010. The prime consultant awarded this task was Mintier & Harnish. This
project was approved by the San Joaquin Valley COG Directors Committee as
part of the Valleywide portion of the Blueprint 4th year tasks. The first major
deliverable will be the summary report, which will also include a transitional
“next steps” piece.

The next major deliverable will be the implementation strategy and plan to
move the Blueprint process forward. It will include public and private
stakeholder outreach and engagement tools, as well as strategies for assessing
and dealing with institutional barriers and strengths. It will also include a
financial resources strategy to supplement implantation through traditional as
well as innovative funding mechanisms.
